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LATERAL DEVELOPMENTAL DISORDERS
1. Lateral Disorders affecting DD:

a. Affect DD presentation but not a developmental disorder or related in its presentation to  Developmental stages 
b. Affects patients behaviour and general presentation
c. Awareness of such disorder is necessary fro an accurate assessment   
d. Most recognised later DD: epilepsy 
2. Why do lateral disorders affect DD?
a. Physical Vulnerability: DD patients are more vulnerable to stress; physical or environmental
b. Poor Physical adaptability: less ability to develop chopping mechanisms
c. Poor higher cortical (intellectual) adaptability: neocortical and LL coping mechanisms e.g. understanding the problems and avoiding severe emotional response to it 
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3. Common Lateral DD:
a. Physical: constipation, GIT problems, drugs, side effects of medications
b. Mental: anxiety, phobia, grief reactive, depression, etc 
c. Stress related: exploitation, bullying, abuse 
4. How can you tell? (if the patient is not communicating well)
a. General roles: Observation, History taking, isolating interventions, experimenting, admission, investigations 
b. Intelligent guessing 

5. Who’s responsibility; GP or Psychiatrist? 
STRESS DEVELOPMENTAL DISORDERS
1. Stress and stimulation:

1. Stress is any event that challenge our coping skills

2. Yerkes Dodson Law
a. All negative experiences are initially functional
b. The function increase by stress (stimulation)
c. Until we are overwhelmed by stress: functions start to deteriorate
d. When the functions deteriorate we start to have illnesses
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2. Positive and negative stress:

1 Punishing a child too much for wrong doing can be a negative stress which cause disturbance of development
2 Ignoring the behaviour can be a positive stress which can also disturb the development (Anorexia nervosa example)
3. Main environmental factors necessary for development and stresses related to them:


4 STRESS RELATED DEVELOPMENTAL DISORDERS: causes all types of developmental disorders:

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b. Lateral stress developmental disorder: PTSD

· Loss of basic trust, integrity, purpose

· Can not function again in AS/ES stages

· Need to encapsulate trauma

c. Parallel, upward (stress) developmental disorder: Borderline Personality Disorder

· Usually occur after trauma in CS and NS stages

· Like flask CS development: coping incorporate poor self appreciation (belittleness) and exaggerated appreciation of authority 
· Unlike flask CS development or NS stage: no “achievement” and no “relationships”

· Deviate to parallel; less functional, development:: BPD 
SOCIAL (GROUP) EQUIVALENCES OF DEVELOPMENTAL DISORDERS:
CULTURAL / NORMAL PSYCHOLOGY
A. General principles\;

a. Not developmental disorders but cultural issues 

b. E.g. cultural shock 

B. Group (cultural) developmental stages:
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C. The 4 waves of wisdom: sudden or massive change in social awareness and social attitudes related to social development
· First wave of wisdom:
1. Usually takes place at the end og CS and beginning of NS stage
2. Relative thinking leads to realistic appreciations of other people social values and abilities
3. Many people lose their magical status sued to have for the developing child
4. this in turn leads to relative increase in the child’s status and power
5. “Celebrities Wisdom”
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Liam Gallagher says being in Oasis is better than being God.
· Second wave of wisdom
1. Usually occur in AS and ES stages
2. Appreciation of people limitations and life difficulties lead to increased appreciation of people achievements especially if they are weak and /or little
3. “Mums’ Wisdom”
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Arran and his mum Jane
So cool Arran saves his mum

· Third wave of wisdom: 
1. Usually takes place in AS/ES stages
2. Individual is not impressed with social system but not regressive in behaviour
3. Leads to attitude of being usually sceptical, cynical, sarcastic, lacking trust in social systems, and not keen on being involved in social projects
4. “Not my Bitch Syndrome”
· Fourth wave of wisdom
1. Usually takes place in AS/ES stages

2. Like 3rd wave but also come to the conclusion that it is better for them to get away from all of it.
3. Tend to have a reclusive life busy with narrow personal interest with avoidance of societies. 
4. carer of animal sanctuary, converts, sofism. 
D. Social coping with new environments in individuals and groups in relation to Developmental Stages: socially mature individuals and groups tend to behave in new social environments in  patterns similar to the above social developmental stages: e.g. in migrants, new jobs, going to universities, etc 
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E. Extremism (fanaticism, tribalism, racism, discriminatory groups and countries): 
a. Rejection of social system as it is “not rewarding”
b. Rejection of common sense and attempting to produce an alternative to common sense
c. Regressive features in social coping 
i. Rejection of many authority figures as a way to  distinguish themselves 

ii. Literal thinking 

iii. Concrete social Adherence to character and establishments of their inner group

iv. Concrete social style of suspecting other groups.
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
